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Early/Middle Saxon - Granite tempered

Distinctive granitic inclusions. Quite common in
Bedfordshire, Cambridgeshire and Northamptonshire.
Granite found in chalky boulder clay and outcrops in
Lincolnshire. May ultimately have come from Scandinavia.
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
